COUROMODA announced two new events in the footwear and fashion areas

COUROMODA PRE-COLLECTIONS 
A preview of Couromoda 2011 and a special service for large exhibitors and large retailers
November  23 - 25, 2010 – Hotel Holiday Inn Parque Anhembi - São Paulo - Brazil

The event will bring together 130 footwear companies exhibiting at Couromoda and buyers from 150 leading Brazilian footwear chains. Access to the Couromoda Pre-Collections will be exclusively for retailers invited by the organizers and they will be accommodated in the hotel where the event will take place.

During three days of the Pre-Collections, the manufacturers will inquire the opinion of retailers on the fall/winter collections and set up the details of the final collection that will be presented at Couromoda 2011. It will also be the opportune time to schedule deliveries for January/February and the pre-sale for short term repositions.

The Couromoda Pre-Collections comes as a solution for a new market trend that has been emerging in Brazil over the last few months. Whilst footwear manufacturers stress the necessity of opening sales of the fall/winter collections immediately after year end festivities, the retailers state that their market is not ready to resume purchases before January 15.

The Couromoda Pre-Collections will be, therefore, an event especially designed to meet the needs of major industries and large store chains.

SÃO PAULO PRÊT-À-PORTER: 

International Fashion, Garments and Accessories Fair

January 18 - 21, 2011 – Expo Center Norte – São Paulo - Brazil

Investing in the synergy between the footwear and garment sectors, Couromoda announced a new fashion event:  São Paulo Prêt-à-Porter - International Fashion, Garments and Accessories Fair.

The first edition will take place on January 18 - 21, 2011, at Expo Center Norte Exhibition Center, during the same week of Couromoda 2011 (January 17 – 20, 2011), which is held at Anhembi Exhibition Center.

As both exhibition centers are close to each other, thousands of buyers and importers that traditionally visit Couromoda will find the new footwear and garment collections in an integrated way, with a full range of purchasing options for the first semester. 
São Paulo Prêt-à-Porter will feature Brazilian and foreign exhibitors of the garment sector, fashion accessories and fashion jewelry.  Some of these exhibitors are companies that already participate in Couromoda. By joining São Paulo Prêt-à-Porter, these companies open up space to expand into the area of footwear, sports goods and bags, in great demand at Couromoda and presently wait-listed. Other exhibitors to the garment fair will come from several Brazilian States and from international agreements already in operation.

Professional and business event: Designed for retailers and distributors, São Paulo Prêt-à-Porter will follow the same policies of the other fairs of the Couromoda Group: modern events, with plenty of focus on glamour and business.  "Our fairs are made to sell”, emphasizes Francisco Dos Santos, founder and president of the organization.

The new event will be the first international garment fair in Brazil with Brazilian and foreign exhibitors. For this, the company entered an agreement with Ente Moda Italia aiming at the participation of a strong Italian garment group in the first edition of the show. Ente Moda Italia is a 25-year-old organization, experienced in the promotion of “Made in Italy” around the world.

The fair also counts on Mega Polo Moda support, the biggest Latin America garment wholesale shopping center, located in São Paulo. With 400 garment industry stores, it receives about 1.2 million buyers per year.

International Fashion Week in São Paulo: By holding Couromoda and São Paulo Prêt-à-Porter simultaneously and jointly, Couromoda plans to hold a major International Fashion Week in January 2011, thus placing the city of São Paulo definitely on the agenda of the Brazilian and International fashion buyers.  

"Brazil needs a garment and accessory fair of international standards. This is our goal. We need to expand our domestic market and reaffirm the Brazilian fashion, be it footwear or garment, also on the foreign market", said Mr. Dos Santos.
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
